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Code of Conduct

1. Any player who cannot make training or a match MUST contact the Club Manager ASAP.

2. Fair play and sportsmanship should be adhered to by all concerned

3. Players must report to Stepford Sports Park at time given by Club Manager or Secretary

4. If any player or players are late, they will be fined.

5. Boots must be kept clean for all games.

6. Wellhouse AFC clothing must be worn on match days
7. A minimum of three players must be elected to form a Player's committee within the club.
8. The club shall be non-political and non-sectarian - no club colours on match days.
Conduct of committee and players

Members shall at all times conduct themselves in orderly manner and must never or at any time reflect discredit Wellhouse A.F.C. Should this arise, it would be deemed a breach of club discipline and shall be considered by the club committee for whatever action necessary.  No person who has been disciplined by the governing football authority shall be allowed to represent the club until any fine or suspension is met in full.

Training

It is the duty of every player to attend training whenever possible, unless a suitable and genuine reason is offered for non-attendance to the team manager prior to the commencement of training. The team manager shall give preference to the players who are in attendance in their selection.

Training times will continue as normal even in adverse weather conditions, when other alternative facilities may be used.

Discipline

Player sent off - £10 (this is a league fine)

Player cautioned - £3 (this is a league fine)

Player cautioned for dissent - £5 fine

Player late - £3 fine


Player with no ties on match days - £2 fine

Player with dirty boots - £1 fine

Any officials or players who bring Wellhouse AFC into disrepute will appear in front of the committee.

Club Fines

Players are responsible for payments of cautions /ordered off fines. However, if a player feels any unjust towards this fine then they can appeal to the committee, which will hold a monthly meeting on the last Wednesday of each month.

If a player is suspended or injured he must turn up for all games.

Fund Raising

All officials and players are encouraged to participate in the clubs social fund raising activities, in particular the lottery sheet which is run on a weekly basis throughout the season and strenuous efforts should be made to complete and return the lottery sheet which provides the club with much needed regular income.

There must be a minimum three major functions spread throughout the calendar year (race night etc)

The Club must have an annual Christmas dance and an annual Player of the Year dance.

All Club officials will perform their duties to the best of their ability with the Clubs interest at heart.

ALL EQUIPMENT HANDED OUT TO PLAYERS OR OFFICIALS SHALL REMAIN THE PROPERTY OF WELLHOUSE AFC AND MUST BE RETURNED TO THE CLUB WITHIN SEVEN DAYS OF LEAVING THE CLUB.  FAILURE TO DO SO WILL RESULT IN APPROPRIATE ACTION BEING TAKEN BY THE CLUB.

All Officials and Players must go back for hospitality after Saturday games.

Players and Officials must respect each other at all times.
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
