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1. NAME
The club shall be called Wellhouse Amateur Football Club and thereafter in the Constitution and Rules shall be referred to as “the club”. 
The Name of Wellhouse Amateur Football Club should remain and is not up for any change whatsoever. 
2. OBJECTS

The objects of the club shall be further the interests of Wellhouse Amateur Football Club in every way. The club shall be non-political and non-sectarian.

3. MANAGEMENT

Management of the club shall be vested in a club committee consisting of a chairman, Secretary, President, treasurer, vice posts up to ten committee members (if required). Up to 3 players can be elected to form a players committee within the club. All nominations for positions on the club committee must be proposed and Seconded by "full members" serving on the club committee, all elected club committee members will automatically re-nominated unless they indicate otherwise. Any club committee member proposing another member for a position within the club must obtain those persons approval. Five Club committee members will form a quorum. The club committee shall also be responsible for all policy and financial matters concerning the club, their decisions shall be full and final. Only those termed ‘senior’ members will be entitled to vote on the matters concerning the club and the affairs of the club. Nominations for the club committee must be lodged with the club secretary in writing at least twenty-one day prior to the AGM. Team Managers shall be appointed by the club committee. The club committee has the power to change team managers, should the situation arise. Team Managers may only play for the club in cases of extreme necessity.

‘Senior’ Members are: Chairperson, Secretary, Vice Secretary, President, Vice President, Manager, Assistant Manager, First Aider and spokesperson for players committee.

4. EXTRAORDINARY OR SPECIAL MEETINGS
Extraordinary or special meetings may be called any time on a motion moved by full members, for the secretary to convene such meeting, a two thirds majority of those present and available to vote is required.

5.
CLUB SECRETARY

The Clubs President, Secretary or Chairperson shall preside at all meetings of the club. 

6.
RETIRAL DURING THE YEAR
In the event of a club committee member retiring during the year, the remainder of the club committee shall have the power to co opt a new member for the remainder of that club committee period in office.

7.
ALERATION OF THE CONSITITION
No alterations can be made to the constitution and rules of the club unless at the AGM, an Extraordinary Meeting called for that purpose. Details of such alterations must be submitted in writing at least 21 days prior to the date of the meeting.  For the alteration to be successful it must have a unanimous decision carrying the backing / vote of all the ’senior’ post officials.
8.
DISSOLUTION
The club shall not be dissolved without the consent of two thirds majority of the members present at a meeting specifically called for the purpose.

9.
MISAPPROPRIATION OF CLUB FUNDS
Any member found guilty of misappropriating club funds shall be immediately expelled from the club and debarred from membership for life.  Further action be at the discretion of the club committee.

10. CONDUCT OF COMMITTEE AND PLAYERS
A)
Members shall at all times conduct themselves in an orderly manner and must never, or at any time, reflect discredit on WELLHOUSE Amateur Football Club. Should this arise it would be deemed a breach of club discipline and shall be considered by the club committee for whatever action is necessary.

B)
No person who has been disciplined by a Governing Football Authority shall be allowed to represent the club until any fine or suspension is met in full.

C)
All Club officials will perform their duties to the best of their ability with the Clubs interest at heart.

11. TRAINING
Training shall be held each Monday and Wednesday evening throughout the year. It is the duty of every player to attend training whenever possible. And unless a suitable and genuine reason is offered for non-attendance to the Team Managers prior to the commencement of training Team Managers shall give preference to players who are in attendance in their team selection for the coming week.

Training times will continue as normal even in adverse weather conditions, when other alternative facilities may be used.
All equipment handed out to players or officials shall remain the property of Wellhouse AFC and must be returned to the club within seven days of leaving the club.  Failure to do so will result in appropriate action being taken by the club.
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
